62N-30.001 Retirement Award.

(1) Definitions.

Retiree: The Department adopts the definition of retiree as set forth in Chapter 60S-6, F.A.C., which defines a retiree as a former member of one of the Retirement System’s established by Chapter 121, 122, 238, and 321, F.S., who has terminated his employment and is receiving benefits from the System in which he was a member. This term also includes a person who retired and is receiving benefits under Section 112.05, F.S.

(2) Every member of the uniform Division of Law Enforcement of The Department of Environmental Protection (law enforcement officer who meets the provisions of Chapter 943.13, F.S.), who retires with full benefits pursuant to the rules of the State Department of Administration’s Division of Retirement under the State Retirement System shall be eligible to receive a retirement award. Such an award consists of one complete dress uniform as issued which will include: either a long or short sleeve shirt, one pair of trousers, one tie, one dress hat, one set of collar brass, one nameplate, one whistle and chain, one set of rank insignia or chevrons if applicable, the officer’s issued badge, one gun belt and buckle, one holster, one handcuff case, one cartridge case assembly, the officer’s issued service revolver, and an identification card which shows the name, rank, date of employment, and date of retirement from the Division and which shall be clearly marked, “RETIRED.”

(3) Upon the death of any member of the uniform Division of Law Enforcement of the the Department of Environmental Protection (law enforcement officer who meets the provisions of Chapter 943.13, F.S.), in the line of duty or who is eligible for full retirement, as outlined above, at the time of death, said officer’s spouse or other designated beneficiary shall be eligible to receive, upon request, the retirement award as indicated in subsection 62N-30.001(2), F.A.C., above, but not including the officer’s service revolver.

(4) The uniform or any portion thereof, presented to a retired member or to a deceased member’s spouse or other designated beneficiary is to commemorate prior service. The uniform or any portion thereof shall not be worn in a public place, except by prior written authorization from the Department of Environmental Protection’s Director of the Division of Law Enforcement.

(5) Upon the death of any retired 1st reference: member of the uniform Division of Law Enforcement of the Department of Environmental Protection (law enforcement officer who meets the provisions of Chapter 943.13, F.S.), the uniform or portion thereof presented said officer may be used for funeral purposes by the retired officer.
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
