63E-2.003 Definitions.

(1) Alternative Training – authorized physical activities which are imposed by boot camp program staff following a youth’s misconduct. Alternative training is intended to correct a youth’s behavior by imposing minor sanctions as set forth in Rule 63E-2.013, F.A.C.

(2) Obstacle Course – a strenuous exercise program which requires youth to overcome a series of barriers and is designed to promote the development of self confidence and physical endurance.

(3) Physical Training – a series of organized group calisthenics and exercises designed to develop the physical fitness of a youth to an optimum level.

(4) Program Director – a boot camp program staff member who is responsible for all aspects of the boot camp program, including, but not limited to, program content, staff supervision, youth treatment, and facility security.
