63E-2.006 Admission Procedures.

(1) Program directors of boot camp programs shall coordinate with the department’s district commitment management staff the admissions and releases of youth to and from the boot camp program.

(2) Emergency admissions shall be made at any time for boot camp programs not utilizing group admissions and shall be coordinated between the commitment managers in the sending and receiving districts. Emergency admissions shall be made at any time for boot camp programs utilizing group admissions. The boot camp program director shall have the authority to veto any emergency admission.

(3) Prior to a youth being transported to the receiving boot camp program, the sending district shall ensure the commitment package is in order and contains all required documents.

(4) Boot camp program directors shall ensure that program staff make diligent efforts to notify the parents or guardians within 24 hours of a youth’s admission into the boot camp program. Attempts to contact the family shall be documented. If contact is not made within 48 hours, the program staff shall request the youth’s case manager to make the contact. In addition, a letter signed by the program director shall be sent to the parents or guardians within 48 hours of the youth’s arrival to the program. The letter shall include:

(a) A description of the individual program including program rules, visiting procedures and telephone procedures; and

(b) A request that the parents or guardians complete a medical/dental information form, and return it to the program.

(5) Committing judges shall be sent a letter within 10 days of a youth’s arrival indicating the youth’s admission.

(6) The case manager or reentry supervisor shall be notified in writing within 10 days of a youth’s arrival.
