64B-3.002 Criminal Background Checks.

(1) An Applicant for initial licensure must submit at the time of application to the Department of Health a properly executed Applicant Fingerprint Card (FD-258) and payment in an amount equal to the costs incurred to process the fingerprint card and perform the criminal background check. An Applicant is responsible for payment of any additional processing fees resulting from a fingerprint card being rejected by the Florida Department of Law Enforcement or the Federal Bureau of Investigation.

(2) An applicant for initial licensure renewal must submit at the time of application to the Department of Health a properly executed Applicant Fingerprint Card (FD-258) and payment in an amount equal to the costs incurred to process the fingerprint card and perform the criminal background check. An initial licensure renewal applicant is responsible for payment of any additional processing fees resulting from a fingerprint card being rejected by the Florida Department of Law Enforcement or the Federal Bureau of Investigation.

(3) An applicant for licensure renewal subsequent to the initial licensure renewal after January 1, 2000 must submit at the time of application to the Department of Health payment in an amount equal to the costs incurred to perform a statewide criminal background check.
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
