64B1-8.001 Definitions.

(1) Needles: solid filiform instruments used in the practice of acupuncture. This includes, but is not limited to, dermal needles, plum blossom needles, press needles, prismatic needles and disposable lancets.

(2) Sterilization: the use of procedures which destroy all microbial life, including viruses, thereby creating sterility. In acupuncture this technique is used for all instruments which pierce the skin including, but not limited to, filiform needles and plum-blossom needles or those instruments that may come into contact with instruments that pierce the skin including, but not limited to, storage strays, forceps and guide tubes for needles.
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
