NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that on September 28, 2020, the Department of Children and Families, received a petition for waiver of Paragraph 65D-30.003(1)(b), Florida Administrative Code, from The Substance Abuse Coalition of Collier County, assigned Case No. 20-050W. Paragraph 65D-30.003(1)(b), Florida Administrative Code, states that the Department shall electronically issue one license for each service component offered by a provider. A separate license is not required for the same component. A license is valid only for the specific service component listed for each specific location identified on the license. Each location listed on the license shall reflect the license type for that component. The provider shall print the most recent version of the license and display a copy in each facility providing the licensed service component. One (1) license is required where all facilities are maintained on the same premises and operated under the same management. If there are multiple buildings on the same premises, the buildings must appear as part of one (1) entity. For the purposes of paragraph (b), living arrangements utilized for individuals of day or night treatment with community housing do not constitute facilities or separate premises.
