64B3-11.005 Mandatory HIV/AIDS Education for Initial Licensure and Renewal.

Applicants for initial licensure and renewal shall complete a one hour HIV/AIDS continuing education course pursuant to Section 381.0034, F.S., which shall:

(1) Be offered by an approved provider in accordance with Rule 64B3-11.004, F.A.C., or be an approved provider of any Board within the Department’s Division of Medical Quality Assurance.

(2) Meet the basic objectives of the minimum HIV/AIDS course content which are to:

(a) Provide information on the transmission, control and prevention of HIV infection,

(b) Provide information on the care and treatment of persons with HIV infections and AIDS,

(c) Identify risky and safer behaviors,

(d) Establish an awareness of attitudes associated with HIV infection and AIDS.

(3) Include the following course content:

(a) Description of HIV infection and AIDS.

(b) Transmission of HIV.

(c) Prevention and control of HIV infection.

(d) Attitude and behavior change.

1. Conquer fear through knowledge and education,

2. Personalize safer behaviors,

3. Maintain healthy life-styles.

(e) Legal issues.

1. Confidentiality,

2. Informed consent,

3. Nondiscrimination,

4. Case reporting by physician.

(f) Policy development.

1. Workplace issues,

2. Legal issues.
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
