NOTICE OF RULEMAKING FOR WATER UTILITY RATES AND NOTICE OF POSSIBLE REMOTE PROCEDURES DURING PUBLIC HEALTH EMERGENCY DUE TO COVID-19
A public hearing will be conducted by the Babcock Ranch Community Independent Special District (“District”) on November 19, 2020, 1:00 p.m. at The Hive, 42891 Lake Babcock Drive, Room 211, Babcock Ranch, Florida 33982. The public hearing will be a rulemaking hearing and will provide an opportunity for the public to address proposed rules that set fees and charges related to the District’s water utility. The purpose and effect of the proposed rules is to provide for efficient and effective District operations, and to provide sufficient revenues to meet expenses and provide services within the boundaries of the District.
