Petition Requirements

The Department of Financial Services hereby gives notice: On July 23, 2020, the Department of Financial Services, received a petition for waiver from Rule 69L-31.005, F.A.C., from Good Samaritan Medical Center. On July 28, 2020, notice of the petition was published in the Florida Administrative Register, Volume 46, Number 146. subsection 69L-31.005(2), F.A.C., provides a petitioner 10 calendar days from receipt of a notice of deficiency to cure a deficiency. Petitioner was seeking that the department waive the requirement that petitioner cure the deficiency within 10 calendar days because it would create a substantial hardship or would violate the principles of fairness.

The Department did not receive comments on the petition.

On October 20, 2020, the Department of Financial Services issued an order denying the requested waiver. There is an absence of statutory authority in section 120.542, Florida Statutes, for granting a retroactive request for waiver. Therefore, the request for a waiver from June 5, 2020 to July 22, 2020 is denied. Petitioner stated its office opened in July and they were able to open the mail and respond. These facts tend to suggest Petitioner no longer needs additional time to open its mail and respond. Therefore, the request for a waiver from July 23, 2020 to August 31, 2020 is denied.
