64B4-5.009 Supervision by Disciplined Practitioner.

No licensee whose license to practice pursuant to this chapter has been placed on probation or whose license has been suspended or revoked shall, during the term of discipline, serve as a supervisor for any person seeking licensure or intending to seek licensure pursuant to Chapter 491, F.S. Upon the finding of probable cause and filing of an administrative complaint, a licensee acting as a supervisor shall, within 15 days of the filing of the administrative complaint, notify in writing all supervisees and, upon imposition of probation, suspension or revocation of license, a licensee acting as a supervisor shall, within 5 days of the final order imposing the discipline, notify in writing all the supervisees of the disciplinary status.
