If so, should the Association treat proposed amendments to each Declaration of Restrictions, for each particular section, separately, and seek approval of two-thirds of the members for each section, or should the Association treat the amendments to the declarations together and seek approval of two thirds of all members in all sections for the proposed amendments to all such declarations? 3. If the Association is to treat the amendments to the declarations collectively, and seek approval of all members in all sections, would this include the members that are governed by a condominium association, with their own declarations of condominium?
