The petition seeks the agency's opinion as to the applicability of Section 634.011, subsection 634.121(11), Section 634.1815, Section 634.2815, subsection 634.282(6), Florida Statutes, as it applies to the petitioner.

The petition is seeking a declaratory statement regarding the interpretation of these statutes, specifically whether such statutes may be interpreted to prohibit a program from allowing flexibility in premiums charged to motor vehicle service agreement customers due to the commission structure selected by a particular dealership; whether rates charged for motor vehicle service agreements in Florida are subject to regulation by the Office; and whether the proposed program constitutes unfair discrimination under the implicated statutes. Persons whose substantial interests will be affected by the disposition of a declaratory statement as requested by the Petitioner and who desire to become parties in this matter must file to intervene within 21 days of the date of this notice, pursuant to Chapter 28-105, Florida Administrative Code.
