PURPOSE AND EFFECT: To update the application to register a dental laboratory and to change the dental laboratory inspection schedule from annual to biennial as required by recently enacted legislation.

SUMMARY: Updates dental laboratory application form and inspection schedule.

SUMMARY OF STATEMENT OF ESTIMATED REGULATORY COSTS AND LEGISLATIVE RATIFICATION: 

The Agency has determined that this will not have an adverse impact on small business or likely increase directly or indirectly regulatory costs in excess of $200,000 in the aggregate within one year after the implementation of the rule. A SERC has not been prepared by the Agency.

Such inspections shall be conducted during regular business hours and may occur with or without notice.
