64B12-9.002 Re-Examination.

An applicant who fails any portion of the state examination for licensure shall be required to pay the re-examination fee as set forth in Rule 64B12-11.004, F.A.C., and to retake only that portion of the examination on which the applicant has not yet achieved a passing grade. However, an applicant may only retake any portion twice and must complete the allowed retakes within 2 years of the original failed examination date. An applicant who has not achieved a passing score on all portions of the original examination within 2 years of the original examination date must apply for and take the entire current licensure examination excluding ABO and NCLE, provided current certification is maintained.
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
