64B13-4.003 Examination Review Procedure.

An applicant is entitled to review his or her examination questions, answers, papers, grades and grading key used in the state examination for licensure; however, no applicant may copy any materials provided for his or her review. Such review shall be conducted during regular business hours, in the presence of a representative of the Board at the Board’s official headquarters. An applicant is entitled to review his or her examination questions, answers, papers, grades and grading key used in the National Board of Optometry examination to the extent authorized by security or access guidelines of the national examination.
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
