NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that Construction Industry Licensing Board has issued an order disposing of the petition for declaratory statement filed by Tex Tenn, LLC on July 27, 2020. The following is a summary of the agency's disposition of the petition:
The Notice of Petition for Declaratory Statement was published in Vol. 46, No. 152, on July 27, 2020, in the Florida Administrative Register. The Petitioner sought a determination from the Board regarding the applicability of Section 489, F.S. Petitioner asked the following question: We provide professional consulting and advisory services to cooling towers end users across various heavy industries. We are not a cooling tower manufacturer and we do not offer or provide any construction or repair services as a part of our work scopes. Our specific inquiry relates to the classification of our services and whether they are subject to the licensing requirements contained in Chapter 489, F.S. The Board reviewed the declaratory statement at its meeting held on June 12, 2020, in Fort Myers, FL. The Board’s Order dated November 4, 2020, declined to answer the Petition, finding that the provisions of Section 489.105, F.S. are clear and do not need further interpretation.
