GENERAL SUBJECT MATTER TO BE CONSIDERED: A public hearing will be held regarding project plans on Silver Star Road at Hansrob Road. (FPID no. 992100-1
The purpose of this project is to increase safety, improve traffic flow, and reduce number of areas where vehicles cross paths by installing a median using vertical posts on Silver Star Road from John Young Parkway (S.R. 423) to east of Hansrob Road. This project is an interim solution until the future construction of a concrete median. The intersection at Hansrob Road will continue to allow right turns in all directions, as well as westbound left turns into the WaWa driveway. Northbound and southbound left turns and through movements, as well as eastbound left turns, will be prohibited at this intersection. The public hearing is being held to present information and receive community feedback.

The Department is offering multiple ways for the community to participate in the hearing. All participants, regardless of platform they choose, will participate in the same live hearing.
