NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that on May 11, 2021, the Department of Children and Families, received a petition for waiver of paragraph 65D-30.013(3)(a), Florida Administrative Code, from Hanley Center Foundation, Inc. d/b/a Hanley Foundation. Paragraph 65D-30.013(3)(a), Fla. Admin. Code, states that providers of substance abuse services must delineate reporting relationships and staff supervision, including have at least one (1) qualified professional on staff. Subsection 65D-30.002(68) states that “qualified professional” is defined as in subsection 397.311(34), Florida Statutes. Subsection 397.311(35), Fla. Stat., defines “qualified professional” as a physician or a physician assistant licensed under chapter 458 or chapter 459; a professional licensed under chapter 490 or chapter 491; an advanced practice registered nurse licensed under part I of chapter 464; or a person who is certified through a department-recognized certification process for substance abuse treatment services and who holds, at a minimum, a bachelor’s degree. A person who is certified in substance abuse treatment services by a state-recognized certification process in another state at the time of employment with a licensed substance abuse provider in this state may perform the functions of a qualified professional but must meet certification requirements contained in this subsection no later than one year after his or her date of employment.
