64B15-9.0055 Definitions.

The term “administrative medicine” as used in this rule chapter, shall be defined as the administration or management of a private or government organization, by a licensed physician, wherein the physician is required to apply and utilize the medical and clinical knowledge, skills, and judgment that are unique to a licensed physician. Administrative medicine shall include, but is not limited to, administering or managing a hospital or other health service, developing health operational policy, planning or purchasing health services or administering or managing a government healthcare benefit program. Administrative medicine does not include diagnosing or treating patients or the prescription of drugs or controlled substances.
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
