Eligibility for Operator Examinations

The Department of Environmental Protection hereby gives notice: That a Final Order was issued on May 3, 2021, granting the School Board of Pinellas County, Florida’s Petition for a Variance. The Petition was filed pursuant to Section 120.542, F.S., and was received on February 25, 2021. Notice of receipt of this Petition was published in the Florida Administrative Register on March 12, 2021. The petitioner requested a variance from subsection 62-602.270(1), F.A.C, of the requirement that a candidate has to have a high school diploma prior to taking the Class C and/or D Water and/or Wastewater Examination for the Operator Certification Program by students enrolled in the Seminole High School’s Engineering Academy’s Water Resource Sustainability Program and Lakewood High School’s Coastal Water Academy of AMSET. No public comments were received. The Final Order, OGC Case No. 21-0226, granted the variance to subsection 62-602.270(1), F.A.C., based on a showing that Petitioner demonstrated that a strict application of the rule would result in substantial hardship to Petitioner and because Petitioner demonstrated that the purpose of the underlying statute will be achieved by other means.
