NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that on June 8, 2021, the Department of Children and Families (“Department”), received a petition for variance from sub subparagraphs 65D-30.0042(2)(a)2.b., 2.c., 3.c., and 3.d., Florida Administrative Code, from Non-Secure Programs, Inc. Sub subparagraphs 65D-30.0042(2)(a)2.b. and 2.c. of the Code requires a physician or, in accordance with the medical protocol established in Rule 65D-30.004(7), an advanced practice registered nurse (“APRN”) or physician assistant (“PA”) to perform a medical history on each individual within 30 days prior to placement in residential treatment or within one (1) calendar day of placement. Sub subparagraphs 65D-30.0042(2)(a)3.c and 3.d. requires a physician or, in accordance with the medical protocol established in subsection 65D-30.004(7), an APRN or PA to perform a physical examination on individuals within 30 days prior to placement or within three (3) calendar days of placement.
