The Board of Trustees of New College of Florida (NCF) announces Professional Services will be required by qualified Architectural/Engineering Firms registered in the State of Florida.

In early nineteen sixties, the famous Architect I.M. Pei was commissioned by New College to design the Student Life portion of the New College campus. While care should be taken to both preserve and restore key historical features of architectural note, the College’s goals are to restore the spirt of the original Pei design, and reflect the values of I.M. Pei for the students who will occupy the space. The project will consist of the renovation of approximately 73,000 gross square feet of building area, within a two-story multi-building college dormitory facility. The facility is made up of three courts consisting of 43 to 45 dorm rooms w/private bathrooms. There are also (2) common rooms, a laundry room and rooms dedicated to custodial and maintenance within the 73,000 gross square feet. The scope of the renovations will include but is not limited too; roofing, HVAC, all bathrooms, plumbing, electrical, interior finishes, building envelope, windows, window treatments, interior and exterior light, access control and courtyard landscape. The estimated construction cost for the entire project is $28.9 Million. Funding for the preliminary design and pre-construction phase has been appropriated. It is anticipated that project funding for complete design and construction will be fully appropriated in the summer of 2021. However, since the final design and construction phase of this project is contingent upon funding which have not been received, the project cannot proceed until it has been appropriated.

Applicants for the project must apply in writing for consideration. Interested A/E firms must submit the information required by the Request for Qualifications (RFQ) application packet, which includes the firm’s abilities with respect to the specific project requirements, a synopsis of the firm’s qualifications, past experience, resumes of key personnel, and a current Standard Federal Form 330.
