64B17-6.002 General Supervision of Physical Therapist Assistants; Eligibility; Requirements.

A physical therapist assistant employed by a board certified orthopedic physician or physiatrist, or a chiropractic physician certified in physiotherapy, shall be under the general supervision of a physical therapist. A physical therapist assistant employed by any physician other than a board certified orthopedic physician or physiatrist or a chiropractic physician certified in physiotherapy shall be under the onsite supervision of a physical therapist. In order to insure adequate supervision of the physical therapist assistant by the supervising physical therapist where general supervision is permitted, there shall be an agreement between the board certified orthopedic physician or physiatrist or chiropractic physician and the supervising physical therapist, which includes at least the minimum standards of physical therapy practice contained in Rule 64B17-6.001, F.A.C. The physical therapist assistant shall report all untoward patient responses, inquiries regarding patient prognosis, or the discontinuation of any treatment procedure, to the physical therapist and the board certified orthopedic physician or physiatrist or chiropractic physician certified in physiotherapy.
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
