A public hearing will be conducted by the Babcock Ranch Community Independent Special District (“District”) on August 26, 2021, 1:00 p.m. at The Hive, 42891 Lake Babcock Drive, Room 211, Babcock Ranch, Florida 33982. The public hearing will be a rulemaking hearing and will provide an opportunity for the public to address proposed rules that set policies, fees and charges related to the District’s water utility and solid waste collection. The purpose and effect of the proposed rules is to provide for efficient and effective District operations, and to provide sufficient revenues to meet expenses and provide services within the boundaries of the District. Prior notice of rule development for the rulemaking hearing was published in the Florida Administrative Register on July 28, 2021.  The proposed rules adopt updates and amendments to the District’s existing water utility policies, as well as amend the solid waste collection fees as follows:

Automatic Cost Escalation. In the absence of Board of Governor’s of the District action, the District’s rates, fees and charges shall be automatically increased, without further action, three percent (3%) per year. Upon application of this automatic cost escalation provision, the District Manager shall submit to the District Board of Supervisors a report detailing the amount of the escalation and the new rates as revised. The Rate Schedule shall be adjusted pursuant to this section as required.

Specific legal authority for the rules includes section 120.054, Florida Statutes, and Chapter 2007-306, Laws of Florida, as amended. Any person who wishes to provide the District with a proposal for a lower cost regulatory alternative as provided by subsection 120.541(1), Florida Statutes, must do so in writing within twenty‑one (21) days after publication of this notice.
