Board of Cosmetology

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Board of Cosmetology has issued an order denying the Petition for Declaratory Statement filed by Irina Chepushtanova on August 19, 2021. On April 15, 2021, the Petitioner sought a determination from the Board as to whether it is in the scope of practice of a licensed Facial Specialist to perform with the use of IPL (Intense Pulsed Light) and HIFU (High Intensity Focused Ultrasound) equipment, by the State of Florida.
The Notice of Petition for Declaratory Statement was published in Vol. 47, No. 75, on April 19, 2021, in the Florida Administrative Register. The Board, at its duly-noticed public meeting held on July 20, 2021, declined to issue a declaratory statement in response to Petitioner’s question, where a statute, rule or order of the Board were not identified, because together the existing and proposed Rule 61G5-18.00015, F.A.C., are clear and unambiguous regarding the use of the devices Petitioner asks about.
