Board of Cosmetology

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Board of Cosmetology has issued an order denying the Petition for Declaratory Statement filed by Jayne Chandler on December 14, 2020. On July 07, 2020, the Petitioner sought a determination from the Board as to whether it is in the scope of practice of a licensed Cosmetologist, by the State of Florida, to perform plasma pen/fibroblast plasma pen and hyaluronic acid needleless injection services without obtaining any additional licenses. 

The Notice of Petition for Declaratory Statement was published in Vol. 46, No. 139, on July 17, 2020, in the Florida Administrative Register. The Board, at its duly noticed public telephonic meeting held on November 15, 2020, declined to issue a declaratory statement in response to Petition 2020-041. By responding to the Petitioner’s questions, the Board would be making broad policy statements of general applicability which are not the purpose of the declaratory statement.
