64B20-5.007 Delinquent Status License or Certificate.

(1) The failure of any licensee or certified assistant to elect active or inactive status before the license or certificate expires shall cause the license or certificate to become delinquent.

(2) If the delinquent status licensee or certified assistant fails to cause the license or certificate to become active or inactive before the expiration of the biennium in which the license or certificate became delinquent the license or certificate shall become null and void without further action by the Board or by the Department.

(3) The Board shall grant an active or inactive status license or certificate to a delinquent status licensee or certified assistant who:

(a) Files with the Board the complete application for either active or inactive status as defined in subsection 64B20-5.0021(1), F.A.C.;

(b) Remits to the Board either the active status or inactive status license or certificate fee, the delinquent status license or certificate fee, and, if applicable, the change of status fee; and

(c) Demonstrates compliance with the continuing education requirements of Rule 64B20-6.001, F.A.C.
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
