64B24-1.004 Meetings, Quorum, and Absences.

(1) The council shall hold such meetings during the year as it may deem necessary, one of which shall be the annual meeting at which the chairperson and vice-chairperson shall be elected. The department, the chairperson or a quorum of the council shall have the authority to call other meetings.

(2) Fifty-one percent (51%) or more of the appointed members of the council shall constitute a quorum necessary to transact business.

(3) Three consecutive unexcused absences, or absences constituting 50 percent or more of the council’s meetings within any 12-month period shall cause the council membership of the member in question to become void, and the position shall be considered vacant pursuant to Section 456.011(3), Florida Statutes. For the purposes of this rule, an absence shall be deemed excused if the council member’s absence is caused by a health problem or condition verified in writing by a physician, or by an accident or similar unforeseeable tragedy or event, and the council member submits to the Executive Director a statement in writing attesting to the event and its circumstances prior to the next council meeting.
