64B28-3.001 Annual Educational Requirements.

(1) Each license holder under Chapter 462, Florida Statutes, except as otherwise provided, shall be required to attend an educational program in the twelve months preceding renewal as a prerequisite to annual renewal of licenses to practice Naturopathy in this State. Such educational programs may be conducted by the Board or such organization as is commissioned by the Board of Examiners or any equivalent program duly approved by the Board as a substitute therefor as provided in Section 462.18, Florida Statutes, and shall be submitted to the Board annually at least sixty days prior to the scheduled date of said program. The said submission shall show the subject matter of the educational program, the name and professional background of each lecturer, and the duration of each lecture or demonstration.

(2) The educational program shall consist of no less than a two-day educational program which program shall include a series of lectures or visual demonstrations, of no less than 6 hours duration for each of the two days, or a total of at least twelve hours for the entire two-day educational program.

(3) The series of lectures or visual demonstrations required by the provisions of subsection 1 of this rule shall be based upon selections from at least three of the fields of Naturopathic Medicine:

(a) Internal Medicine.

(b) Diagnosis.

(c) Therapeutics.

1. Narcotics (federal law).

2. Legal Drugs.

3. New Medications.

4. Physical Therapy.

(d) Public Health.

(e) Physical Medicine.
