The Department of Children and Families ("Department") hereby gives notice: The Department has issued an order disposing of the petition for variance or waiver of sub subparagraph 65D-30.0141(1)(c)2.c., Florida Administrative Code, from Maric Healthcare, LLC. The Notice of Variances and Waivers was published in Volume 47, No. 154 of the Florida Administrative Register on August 10, 2021. Sub subparagraph 65D-30.0141(1)(c)2.c. of the Code states that medication-assisted treatment centers for opiate addiction may be established only in response to the Department’s determination and publication of need, and applicants with the highest-scored applications in each county shall be awarded the opportunity to apply for licensure for the number of programs specified in their letter of intent to meet the need of that county. If there is unmet need, the next highest scored applicant(s) will receive an award(s) based on the remaining need and the number of programs specified in their letter of intent. This process will continue until the stated need is met. Regional offices shall inform the highest-scoring applicant(s) in writing of the award.
The petition for waiver was granted because Petitioner demonstrated a substantial hardship and that the underlying purpose of the statute will be achieved.
