64C-8.001 Definitions Used in the Child Protection Team Rule.

For the purpose of this rule chapter, the following definitions will apply:

(1) “ARNP” means advanced registered nurse practitioner.

(2) “Case” means an individual child who receives services from the child protection team.

(3) “Case Coordinator” means a member of the child protection team professional staff.

(4) “Medical Consultation” means the rendering by a CPT physician or ARNP of a medical opinion regarding a child, based upon oral or written information having been obtained by the CPT physician or ARNP, where the child may not have been physically examined by the CPT physician or ARNP.

(5) “Medical Diagnostic Examination” means a medical evaluation performed by a CPT physician or an ARNP, resulting in a written report with a clear statement of findings and conclusion.

(6) “Psychological Evaluation” means an evaluation performed by a licensed psychologist, resulting in a written report.

(7) “Team Assessment” means the medically-directed multidisciplinary process of evaluation.
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
