64C-9.001 Definitions Used in the Sexual Abuse Treatment Rule.

(1) “CMS” means Children’s Medical Services.

(2) “Counseling” means treatment provided to enhance and expand individual and family coping resources.

(3) “Intra-family Sexual Abuse” means sexual abuse that has been perpetrated against a child by a family member or a person in a caretaking role within the family unit.

(4) “Non-Offending Caretaker” means the parent or care taker within the family unit who did not sexually abuse the victim.

(5) “Offender” means the parent or caretaker within the family unit who sexually abused the victim.

(6) “Offender Evaluation” means an evaluation of the offender for treatment in one of the SATPs which is conducted by a licensed psychotherapist who has at least one year of experience in the assessment and treatment of sexual offenders.

(7) “Sexual Abuse Treatment Program (SATP)” means a program funded in part or in whole through a contract with CMS and conforms to the treatment program outline set forth in this rule.

(8) “Victim” means a child who has been sexually abused.
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
