64D-3.014 Sensitive Situations.

A sensitive situation occurs when a person or animal infected with or suspected of being infected with a communicable disease or condition is in a setting that significantly increases the potential for transmission of disease. Locations which give rise to sensitive situations may include but are not limited to schools, child care centers, hospitals and patient or residential care facilities, food storage facilities, food-processing establishments, food outlets, or places of employment. Examples of sensitive situations are an acute case of hepatitis A in a foodservice worker or a case of salmonellosis in a day care attendee. The county health department director or administrator or designee has the authority to prohibit such a person or animal from being present in that setting. The prohibition shall remain in effect until the situation no longer represents a public health hazard as determined by the county health department director or administrator or their designated representative.
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
