Assist in identifying and securing Federal grants, including Office of Secretary of Defense and Office of Economic Adjustment grants, that might be available to support the state and/or individual defense community improve community resiliency.
Facilitate interaction/communication between the military installations and the surrounding communities and assist in identifying potential community partnership opportunities that create win-win situations for both the Air Force and the communities; assist in prioritizing and developing strategy on where to apply resources on community partnership opportunities.

Anticipated term of the contract will be from February 1, 2022 to January 31, 2023 (12 months).
