Notice of Variances and Waivers

The Board of Psychology hereby gives notice: that on November 30, 2021, an Order was filed on the Petition for Variance or Waiver. The Petition was filed by Zulie Camacho-Acevedo, on October 11, 2021. Petitioner sought a temporary variance or waiver of subsection 64B19-11.0075(2), F.A.C., which states that the Board may grant an additional twelve (12) months to comply with the requirements of subsection (1), above, of up to 36 months, to any applicant who files a written request for extension and demonstrates that the applicant has made a good faith effort to comply but has failed to comply because of illness or unusual hardship. Petitioner also requested a 24 month extension to complete the Florida laws and rules exam.

The Notice of Petition for Variance or Waiver was published in Vol. 47, No. 199, on October 13, 2021, in the Florida Administrative Register. The Board, at its meeting held on October 29, 2021, voted to grant the Petition for Variance or Waiver finding that Petitioner demonstrated that the purpose of the underlying statute had been met; and Petitioner has demonstrated that the principles of fairness would be violated if the Board does not grant Petitioner any extension and closes it application at this time. In addition, Petitioner is granted an additional twelve (12) month extension from the filing date of the Final Order.
