GENERAL SUBJECT MATTER TO BE CONSIDERED:

A public meeting will be held regarding project plans for the State Road (S.R.) 426/County Road (C.R.) 419 from Pine Avenue to Adeline B. Tinsley Way (Avenue B) roadway improvements. (FPID no. 415030-6).
  The purpose of this project is to widen S.R. 426/C.R. 419 from two lanes to a four-lane roadway. It will consist of two travel lanes in each direction separated by a 22-foot-wide raised grass median. New stormwater ponds will be constructed to improve overall water quality as well as flood control. Other improvements include adding bike lanes and sidewalks to both sides.
