64E-5.627 Use of Radiopharmaceuticals, Generators, and Reagent Kits for Imaging and Localization Studies.

(1) A licensee is allowed to use any radioactive material in a diagnostic radiopharmaceutical, except in an aerosol or gaseous form, or any generator or reagent kit for preparation and diagnostic use of a radiopharmaceutical containing radioactive material for medical use that is either: 

(a) Obtained from a manufacturer or pharmacy licensed as specified in subsection 64E-5.210(10), F.A.C., or in equivalent U.S. Nuclear Regulatory Commission or Agreement State regulations; or

(b) Prepared by an authorized nuclear pharmacist as specified in Rule 64B16-28.903, F.A.C., or by a physician who is an authorized user.

(2) A licensee shall use radioactive aerosols or gases only if specific application is made to and approved by the department and the requirements of Rule 64E-5.629, F.A.C., are met.
