NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Florida Building Commission has issued an order disposing of the petition for declaratory statement filed by Initial Engineers, P.A., on September 9, 2021. The following is a summary of the agency's disposition of the petition: Petitioner requested an answer to the following question, based upon the project described within its petition: When a water heater is fitted with a tempering valve, does Florida Building Code, Plumbing, Section 606.1, 8 require separate full open valves for the water heater and its dedicated tempering valve? On December 14, 2021, the Commission provided the following answer: no. Pursuant to Section 606.1, Florida Building Code, Plumbing, 7th Edition (2020), and for the project in question, a full open valve is only required to be installed on the water supply pipe to the water heater, therefore no such valve is required to be installed for the dedicated tempering valve.
