NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Department of Financial Services, Division of State Fire Marshal (Department) has received the petition for declaratory statement from Christina Diaz, Fire Marshal, Seminole County Fire Department, on February 2, 2022The petition seeks the agency's opinion as to the applicability of Sections 69.3.5, 69.3.5.2 and Annex 69.3.5.1.1 of NFPA 1, 2018, and Annex 6.4.1.1, 6.4.2.3, 6.30.2.3 of NFPA 58, 2017 as it applies to the petitioner.
The Petition asks: 1. If an LP tank is being installed upon a property which is located directly abutting another plot of ground of different ownership and separated by platted lot lines, would the minimum distances per Section 69.3.5 of NFPA 1, 2018 Edition be measured to the property line that is common to the two respective grounds of different ownership? 2. Must a fire official be forced to consider a zoning setback code provision in determining the “line of adjoining property that can be built upon” to allow an LP tank to be installed at a reduced or zero distance to a property line when the zoning setback code provision is not under the control of the fire official and can be modified without the approval of the fire official?
