NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that Florida Real Estate Commission has received the petition for declaratory statement from Key West Association of Realtors. The petition seeks the agency's opinion as to the applicability of subsection 475.42(1)(a), Section 475.278, and paragraphs 475.01(1)(a), (i), and (l) Florida Statutes, as it applies to the petitioner.

Petitioner’s petition, filed on December 13, 2021, asks, two questions 1) “When the manufactured home is sold, the lease is tied to the sales transaction, but the listing agent for the homeowner does not represent Sunset Harbor (leasehold owner). Does this scenario fall under a real estate license, or is this considered only the sale of a manufactured home and therefore under a separate licensing category?” 2) “Is it legal to sell a leasehold versus selling the actual unit that sits atop the parcel of land which is leased?” Except for good cause shown, motions for leave to intervene must be filed within 21 days after the publication of this notice.
