The purpose of establishing MFLs is to protect Johns Lake from significant harm due to groundwater or surface water withdrawals. In November 2021 the SJRWMD completed development of an interconnected channel and pond routing (ICPR4) model. During this public meeting the model peer reviewer will present their initial findings for the Johns Lake ICPR model review.
