64F-1.006 Food Vendor Sanctions.

(1) A retail food vendor or other person who redeems food checks for amounts in excess of the price charged other customers for identical foods, charges for food not provided to the customer, provides anything of value other than the specified foods, fails to provide inventory records to substantiate purchases for resale of authorized supplemental foods or who otherwise fails to comply with the terms and conditions in the vendor agreement and in federal regulations is subject to all sanctions set forth in federal regulations for the Special Supplemental Food Program for Women, Infants and Children, which is provided for in Section 246 and following of Title 7 of the Code of Federal Regulations. The department will also disqualify a food vendor who is disqualified from the Food Stamp Program as set forth in Title 7, Code of Federal Regulations, Part 246.

(2) Any person or persons who have embezzled, willfully misapplied, stolen or fraudulently obtained funds or benefits under the Special Supplemental Food Program for Women, Infants and Children shall be subject to all sanctions set forth in federal regulations, Title 7, Code of Federal Regulations, Part 246, Section 409.325, F.S., and other applicable federal and state laws, regulations and rules governing the WIC Program.
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
