64F-7.006 Temporary Contraceptive Methods.

(1) Providers must make available, either directly or through referral, FDA approved methods of contraception.

(2) Selection and continuation of temporary contraceptive methods must be done at the client's request and based on the clinician's medical judgment.

(3) Removal of temporary methods such as intrauterine devices (IUDs) and implants will be done at the client's request and with minimal delay.
