64F-16.010 County Health Department Responsibilities.

The following services shall be offered at a minimum to all persons enrolled as an integrated family health services client as appropriate to the client:

(1) Communicable disease control services.

(2) Immunizations.

(3) Family planning.

(4) Healthy Start care coordination, case management, and enhanced services.

(5) Non-emergency acute care.

(6) Maternal and child health, including EPSDT.

(7) Physical examinations and health risk assessments.

(8) Chronic disease prevention, detection, counseling, and management.

(9) Non-WIC nutrition assessment and counseling if offered in the county.

(10) Dental services, if offered in the county.

(11) Physician ordered laboratory and radiology procedures.

(12) Pharmaceuticals from the approved formulary ordered by the physician.
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
