64F-16.011 Disenrollment.

(1) If the client appears to be Medicaid eligible, the client, or in the case of a minor the parent or guardian, will be advised that he has three months to pursue Medicaid eligibility.

(a) Services will be provided by the CHD during the three month processing period, except when the CHD must reduce or withhold services as described in subsection (2).

(b) At the end of the period, the client must present evidence to the CHD showing he has pursued Medicaid eligibility.

(c) If the CHD is not shown evidence that the client has pursued Medicaid eligibility, the CHD has the authority to discontinue services at the end of the three month period except for those services available to clients without income limitations as specified in Rule 64F-16.008, F.A.C.

(2) If the CHD is required to reduce or withhold services to clients due to limitations in resources, the CHD must give clients 30 days written notice that they are being disenrolled.
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
