NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Board of Cosmetology has issued an order disposing of the petition for declaratory statement filed by Stephanie Goldson on May 17, 2022. The following is a summary of the agency’s disposition of the petition:
On January 25, 2022, the Petitioner sought a determination from the Board regarding whether an unlicensed cosmetologist employee is required to obtain a cosmetology license to perform wig installations, weave/extension services, and non-permanent makeup application, while working in a salon. The Notice of Petition for Declaratory Statement was published in Vol. 48, No. 27, on February 9, 2022, in the Florida Administrative Register. The Board, at its duly-noticed public meeting held on April 12, 2022, declined to issue a declaratory statement because the Petition fails to comply with the requirements of Rule 28-105.002, F.A.C.
