Definitions

The Department of Environmental Protection hereby gives notice: 

that a Final Order was issued on May 25, 2022, granting Town of Palm Beach’s Petition for a Variance. The Petition was filed pursuant to Section 120.542, F.S., and was received on December 15, 2021. Notice of receipt of this Petition was published in the Florida Administrative Register on December 17, 2021. The petitioner requested a variance from subsections 62B-33.002(27) and subparagraph 62B-33.0051(2)(b)3., F.A.C, which states that “major reconstruction” is the complete or partial replacement or rebuilding, to its original level of protection, of a significant portion of an existing armoring structure which has failed or deteriorated. No public comments were received. The Order, file number 21-1323, granted the variance based on a showing that Petitioner demonstrated that a strict application of the rule would result in substantial hardship to Petitioner and because Petitioner demonstrated that the purpose of the underlying statute will be achieved by other means.
