The University of Florida Board of Trustees announces that Professional Services in the disciplines of engineering and architecture for Total Building Commissioning will be required for the project listed below:

Project: UF-653, Architecture Building Renovation/Remodeling and DCP Collaboratory (University of Florida, main campus - Gainesville)
Originally constructed in 1979, the Architecture Building has deteriorated considerably, and its condition is generally unacceptable in terms of the Florida Building Code compliance, ADA compliance, health & safety, occupant wellbeing & productivity, and architectural finishes. Since 1979 the College has grown and is now in three buildings on the UF campus with additional functions in two off-campus locations. As a result, this project will address the remodeling/renovation of the original building as well as addition of DCP Collaboratory.
The overall vision for the new DCP Collaboratory Building is for a non-territorial, multi-functional building within which a broad range of collaborative and multidisciplinary learning and research activities can take place. It needs to exude the excellent aesthetic, functionality, and sustainability qualities that the College espouses. The building should be an exemplar for sustainability and other high performance building initiatives.
The estimated construction budget for the renovation (existing) and new construction (40,000+ NSF) is approximately $32,000,000, including site improvements, underground utilities, existing building code compliance. Sustainable Building certification is mandatory.
The scope of services shall include design phase peer reviews (ASD, DD, CDs); completion and maintenance of the Owner’s Project Requirement (OPR) document, development of the Commissioning Plan, Commissioning Specifications, and Systems Manual; and construction phase pre-functional, functional, and performance testing for mechanical, electrical, building automation, and building envelope systems. The consultant shall also support project efforts to achieve higher-than-normal energy efficiency and attain minimum Gold LEED and Well Certification.
Blanket professional liability insurance will be required for this project in the amount of $1,000,000. The selected applicant will also be required to provide insurance coverage for General Liability, Automotive Liability, and Workers’ Compensation.

INSTRUCTIONS:

Firms desiring to apply for consideration shall submit a proposal only after thoroughly reviewing the facilities program, Commissioning qualification instructions (CxQS), and other background information. The main proposal shall be in video format as described in the CxQS instructions. In addition, some material shall be provided in PDF format which shall include:

1.    A completed, project-specific Commissioning proposal form with signed certification. Applications on any other form will not be considered.
2.    Resumes, LEED and other accreditation, and other pertinent credentials for all proposed staff (applicant and consultants), project examples, etc.
3.    Proof of the applicant’s corporate status in Florida (if applicable) and copies of current licenses for the applicant firm and its consultants’ firms from the appropriate governing board.
4.    Proof of the applicant’s ability to be insured for the level of professional liability coverage demanded for this project.
At the time of application, the applicant must possess current design Professional Registration Certificate(s) from the appropriate governing board; must be properly registered to practice its profession in the State of Florida; and, if the applicant is a corporation, must be chartered by the Florida Department of State to operate in Florida. As required by Section 287.133, Florida Statutes, an applicant may not submit a proposal for this project if it is on the convicted vendor list for a public entity crime committed within the past 36 months. The selected applicant must warrant that it will neither utilize the services of, nor contract with, any supplier, subcontractor, or consultant in excess of $15,000.00 in connection with this project for a period of 36 months from the date of their being placed on the convicted vendor list.
Incomplete proposals will be disqualified.  Submittal materials will not be returned.
