Request for Qualifications
The University of South Florida (USF), announces a Qualifications-Based Design/Build Services selection process for design and construction services for the project listed below.

PROJECT NUMBER: USF515

PROJECT AND LOCATION: USF Health College of Nursing Tampa Expansion, University of South Florida Tampa Campus, Tampa, Florida.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION:
The purpose of the project is to repurpose existing space (some vacant, some occupied) to provide a superior physical environment for the expansion of the College of Nursing enrollment with concurrent growth in faculty and staff, and to develop an innovative, integrated learning environment that allows students smooth transitions from didactic to simulation education, and allows an environment highly conducive to student, staff, and faculty success.  It is anticipated that this project will likely be limited to the first floor of the USF Tampa Health Services Complex, which is comprised of the MDC original construction (Phase 2 of original building development) and renovations to areas within the MDN building and possibly the MDA building.  Additional information is available within the Request for Qualifications documentation.
The project is anticipated to include the construction of didactic classroom spaces and an auditorium space, student support study and gathering spaces, academic & student affairs support spaces, faculty and staff offices, a highly-flexible experiential learning lab, skills acquisition labs, technology training labs and clinical training spaces, high-fidelity simulation suites, storage and support areas. The actual SF to be renovated and the spaces to be provided will require evaluation and balancing between the project funding, spaces available and programmatic priorities. The project will require installation of fire sprinkler systems throughout areas of existing buildings not currently covered by fire sprinklers and the project will require building infrastructure improvements that may or may not be accommodated as a part of this project.

This forecasted budget for this project will be adjusted and validated during the Programming, Schematic Design, Design Development, Construction Documents and GMP Development phases as requirements are clarified.  Phasing of this project will likely be required in order to minimize disruption of existing operations, to commence utilizing some spaces as early as 2024-25 and to meet the requirements of increasing the number of graduating nurses by 2028.

The Design/Build Team, also known as the Design and Construction Services Team (DCST) shall be responsible for the management of the process and project to meet project scope, budget and schedule requirements. The DCST services contract shall be in compliance with the Qualifications-Based Design/Build selection provisions in Section 287.055, Florida Statues, and Board of Governors Regulation 14.0055, including pre-construction fees, construction related service costs and a Guaranteed Maximum Price (GMP).

It is the University’s responsibility to negotiate a fair, competitive and reasonable compensation per Section 287.055, Florida Statutes.  A fair, competitive and reasonable compensation shall be evaluated based upon the following information:  (1) Compensation on similar projects;  (2) other compensation reference data; and  (3) after approval of the ranking, proposals requested from the shortlisted firms based upon a scope of services document to be provided at the time of negotiations.

USF will contract with a single contract entity DCST who shall provide all services including, but not limited to development of the Facilities Program, site analysis, professional services, budgeting, cost estimating, construction services, construction materials testing, commissioning, labor, materials, and equipment required to design, construct, and furnish the project.  The selected team will be required to provide computer drawings according to the standards of USF, including computer record drawings reflecting as-built conditions.  Blanket professional design liability insurance will be required for this project in the amount of $2,000,000.00 and will be provided as a part of Basic Services.  The respondent must be capable of bonding at 100% of the value of the contract (possibly exceeding $20-million) with a surety licensed to do business in the State of Florida with a Best Rating A, Class IX.  Project development, including professional services, is contingent upon availability of funds.  If additional funding is realized, USF has the option to incorporate additional scope/funding under this contract.  Any new construction projects shall be USGBC LEED certified, to a minimum certification level of Silver, as required by the Owner, and shall be included as part of Basic Services and will not be considered as an additional service.

INSTRUCTIONS:

Teams desiring to apply for consideration shall submit a Request for Qualification submittal consisting of the information as required in the Submittal Requirements of the Request for Qualifications (RFQ), including a letter of interest, a completed USF Design and Construction Services Qualification Supplement (DCSQS) with attachments, and any required or additional information within the proposal limits as described in the RFQ.  Applications on any other form may not be considered.  The RFQ and the DCSQS which includes project information and selection criteria, may be obtained by contacting via email Gerardo Méndez, Facilities Management - Design and Construction, University of South Florida, 4202 East Fowler Avenue / OPM 100, Tampa, FL 33620-7550, gerardo34@usf.edu, (813) 974-0843, Fax: (813) 974-3542.  Applications which do not comply with the above instructions may be disqualified. Submittals are part of the public record.  Application materials will not be returned.  Teams must be properly registered to practice its profession(s) and licensed as General Contractor in the State of Florida at the time of application.  If the applicant is a corporation, or a joint venture, it must be chartered by the Florida Department of State to operate in Florida at the time of application.  If the applicant is the contract entity and has a consultant to perform the design or construction services, the contract entity and consultant must have an agreement at the time of application to formally contract for consulting services.  Firms applying as “Associations” without a registered joint venture agreement or a contract entity and consultant without an agreement will not be considered.

Pre-Submittal Meeting: All interested firms are invited and encouraged to attend a Pre-Submittal Meeting to be held at 3:00 PM EST, August 3, 2022, at the: Morsani College of Medicine, University of South Florida, Downtown Tampa Campus, Room MDD 230, 560 Channelside Dr, Tampa, FL 33602, to review the scope and requirements of this project.  (There is no USF-designated parking. There is public parking adjacent and nearby to the USF building; please allow time to park and travel to the meeting location.)

Request for Meetings: Requests for meetings by individual firms will not be granted.  No communication shall take place between the applicants and the Selection Committee members, employees of USF, except as provided at the Pre-Submittal Meeting, the Pre-Interview Meeting and in the USF Design and Construction Services Qualification Supplement (DCSQS) and Request for Qualifications (RFQ) (which includes project information and selection criteria).

Facsimile (FAX), hard copy or emailed submittals are not acceptable and will not be considered.  Submittals that do not comply with the above instructions may be disqualified.  The award of this contract is subject to availability of funds.  The University reserves the right to suspend, discontinue or cancel the selection process at any time and reject any or all submissions without obligation to the respondent.

PROJECT SELECTION CRITERIA:

Selection of finalists for interview will be made on the basis of professional qualifications of the proposed DCST, including team qualifications, team experience, and ability to provide services in meeting the project requirements and the goals and objectives of the of the project and USF Strategic Plan.
