68B-32.006 Sale Prohibited, Transport Regulated.

(1)   No person shall sell, offer for sale, barter, exchange for merchandise or services, transport for sale or exchange within or without the state, offer to purchase or purchase any tarpon.

(2) Except as provided in subsection (4), any one person may only transport or ship up to two tarpon, within or without the state, as personal baggage.

(3) Except as provided in subsection (4), no common carrier shall knowingly receive for transportation or transport within or without the state, more than two tarpon.

(4)(a) A lawful, established taxidermist may move or ship any reasonable number of tarpon as specimens for mounting at any given time and in any manner, provided that individual ownerships of the tarpon being moved or shipped by said taxidermist can be established through documentation made available to an officer of the law upon request at any time.

(b) Common carriers shall accept tarpon from a taxidermist when documentation of individual ownership(s) accompany the bill of lading or other papers controlling the shipment.
